He was sent to Camp Wolters, Texadafsic training and
during a session of close order drill, passed idig.company commander tried to have him transfetoea cook and bakers'
schoolbecause of his baby-faced youthfulness, but Muipbkigted on becoming a combat soldier. His wish grasited and
after 13 weeks of basic training, he was sent 1 Meade, Maryland for advanced infantry training.
Murphy still had to "fight the system" to get oveas and into combat. His persistence
paid off, and in early 1943, he was shipped ouCtsablanca, Morocco as a replacement in
Company B, T Battalion, 18 Infantry Regiment,'3 Infantry Division. Murphy saw no action
in Africa. His combat initiation came when he topért in the liberation of Sicily on July Tp
1943. He contracted malaria while in Sicily, amélés which put him in the hospital several times
during his Army years.
After Sicily was secured from the Germans, tifeD8vision invaded the Italian mainland,
landing near Salerno in September 1943. While tepdi night patrol, Murphy, then a corporal,
and his men ran into German soldiers but foughir tivay out of an ambush, taking cover in a
rock quarry. The German command sent a squad diesslin, but they were stopped by intense
resistance. Murphy was promoted to sergeant.
Following participation in the Italian campaignetB® Division invaded Southern France
on August 18, 1944 in “Operation Anvil-Dragoon.” Shortly thefes, Murphy's best friend,
Lattie Tipton, was killed by a German soldier imachine gun nest. Murphy went into a rage, and
single-handedly wiped out the German machine gaw avhich had just killed his friend. He then uskd German machine
gun and grenades to destroy several other neamdayyepositions. For this act, Murphy received thstibguished Service
Cross. During seven weeks of fighting in that caigipan France, Murphy's division suffered 4,500uzd8es.

Just weeks later, he received two Silver Starduidher heroic actions. Murphy, by now a staff sengt and holding
the position of Platoon Sergeant, was eventuallgreed a battlefield commission to second lieutenahich elevated him to
the Platoon Leader position. He was wounded irhtheby a sniper's ricocheting bullet 12 days affter promotion and spent
ten weeks recuperating. Within days of returnindpi®ounit, and still bandaged, he became Companyr@ander on January
25" 1945, and suffered further wounds from a mortand which killed two others nearby.

The next day, January 26when the temperature was 14° F with 24 inchesnofv on the ground, the battle at

Holtzwihr, France began with Murphy's unit at afeefive strength of 19 out of 128.

Murphy sent all of his men to the rear while hektpot-shots at the Germans until out of

ammunition. He then proceeded to use an abanddeding tank’s 50 caliber machine

gun to cut into the German infantry, including dak squad of German infantry that had
crawled in a ditch to within 100 feet of his pasiti Wounded in the leg during heavy fire, he cargth this nearly single-
handed battle for almost an hour. His focus onbititle before him stopped only when his telephame to the artillery fire
direction center was cut. As his remaining men céoneard, he quickly organized them to conduct arter attack, which
ultimately drove the enemy away from Holtzwihr.

Murphy was then removed from the front lines anddena liaison officer; he was promoted td lleutenant on
February 2%, 1945. On June"® 1945, LtGen Alexander Patch, USA, Commander efuhS. Seventh Army, presented him
with the Medal of Honor and Legion of Merit. Thedien of Merit was awarded for outstanding serviséth the 3% Infantry
Division during January 22 1944 to February 18 1945. In early June 1945, one month after Gerrsasyrrender, he
returned from Europe to a hero's welcome in his éxatate of Texas, where he was feted with pardusquets, and
speeches. Murphy was discharged from active dutlg thie U.S. Army as a First Lieutenant, at Fort Sdouston in San
Antonio, Texas on August 171945, and discharged from the U.S. Army on Sepeerdf' 1945.

Audie Murphy was credited with destroying six tamksaddition to killing over 240 German soldierdamounding
and capturing many others. Audie Murphy receivedJ38. medals, plus five medals from France andfoma Belgium. It
has been said that he received every U.S. med#dhblaat the time; 5 of them awarded more thareottis principal U.S.
decorations included the Medal of Honor, Distingeid Service Cross, two Silver Stars, the LegioNefit, two Bronze Stars
with Valor device, and three Purple Hearts. Murgiarticipated in campaigns in North Africa, Siciljaly, France and
Germany. During the French Campaign, Murphy waarded two Presidential Citations, one from tffel#antry Division,
and one from the #5Infantry Regiment during the Holtzwihr action. TReench government awarded Murphy their highest
award, the Legion of Honor (Grade of Chevalier).dto received twe&roix de Guerrenedals from France and tlzoix de
Guerre 1940 Palnfrom Belgium.
