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MEDAL OF HONOR
Dr. Mary Edwards Walker
(November 28, 1832 February 21, 1919)

Mary Edwards Walkewas anAmericanfeminist, abolitionist prohibitionist allegedspy, prisoner & war
andsurgeon She is also the only female ever to receiveMeelal of Honor Prior to the American Civil
War she got her medical degree, got married and started a medical practice. The practice didn't do well and
she joined the Union Army at the outbreak of #kmerican Civil War where sheserved as a Nurse and
eventually became the Army's first female surgeon. She was captured by confederate forces after crossin
enemy lines to treat wounded civilians and arrested as a spy. She was sent as a prisoner of war t
Richmond, Virginiauntil released in a prisoner exchange. After the war she was approved for the United
States military's highest decoration for bravery, the Medal of Honor, for hetseffiaring the war. She is
the only woman to receive the medal and only one of eight civilians to receive it. Her medal was later
rescinded based on an army determination and then restored in 1977. After the war she was a writer an
lecturer supportingthd/o mends Suffrage movement until her deeé
She was born in the town of Oswego, New YorkNovember26”, 1832, the daughter of Alvah (father) and Vesta
(mother) Walker. She was tlyeungest of fivedaughters and she had one younger brothelker worked onthe familyfarm as a
child. Her elementargducation consisted aoing to the local school where hemothertaught As a young

mother, she taught at the schamkarn enough money to pay heay throughSyracuseMedical College where
shegraduatedhs a meital doctor in 1855 and wake only woman in her class. She married a fellow med@ 3

school studentAlbert Miller, and they geup ajoint practice in Rome, New York. The practice did not flouri
as female physicians were noistednor respected at the time.

At the beginning of the American Civil Washe volunteered for the Union Army as a civilian. At firsm
she was only allowed to practice as a nurse, because the Army had no female surgeons. During this peMees;
served at th&irst Battle of Bull Run (Manassas) July*21.861 and later at the Patent Office Hospital in Washington, D.C. She
also worked as an unpaid field surgeon near the Union front lines, including the Battle of Fredericksburg and in Chattanooga
the Battte o f Chickamauga. Finally, she was awarded a commi ssi
Army of the Cumberland in September 1863, becoming the first ever assistant surgeon 8f kiG2nfantry. During this same
period, sherequently crossed battle lines, treating wounded civilians. On Apfil 1864,she was captured by the Confederate
Troops and arrested as a spy. She was sent to Richmond, Virginia and remained there until Augi@84]®hen she was
released as padf a prisonerexchangeShe went on to serve during the Bartle of Atlanta and later as a supervisor of a female
prison in Louisville, Kentucky, and head of an orphanage in Tennessee.

She died February 211919, from natural causes at the age of 86 aumliied in Rural Cemetery, Oswego, New York.
She had a plain funeral, but an American Flag was draped over the casket.; Her death in 1919, came one year befoeeahe passac
the Nineteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution which guaranteed thenight to vote.

After the war, Walker wasecommendedor the Medal of Honor by Generals William Tecumsgermarand George
Henry Thomas. OMNovember11", 1865, President Andrew Jadom signed a bill to present heith the medal,
specifically forher servicesat theFirst Battle of Bull Run (Manassas).
