EA-6B Aviation Electrician Master Chief (AVCM). Hgraduated from Florida State
University with a Bachelor of Science degree in Political Science and was commiss
through the Florida A & M University Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps (NROT
program in April 1984. Designated a Naval Flight OfficerNovember 1985, he reported t
Tactical Electronic Warfare Squadron THREE THREE (V88 at Key West, Florida, for
training in the EA3B "Skywarrior." Upon his graduation from the Fleet Replacement Squa
(FRS), he reported to Fleet Air ReconnaissaBigeadron ONE (VE) in Agana, Guam, in
March 1986, where he deployed aboardulss ConstellationCV-64)in support of Operation
Earnest Will.

In 1988, QA\PT Martin was transitioned to the VAQ community and completed6BA
FRS training in 1989He reported to the "Shadowhawks" of VA@1 in November 1989,
where he served as NATOPS Officer, Tactics Officer, and Assistant Maintenance Officer
"Shadowhawk" and member of Carrier Air Wing EIGHT (CW), he participated in
Operation Desert Stornflying over 35 combat missions off the deck of #H8S Theodore
Roosevel(CVN-71) During thistour, he was designated a CV8\Anti-Surface Watch Officer.

In May 1992, CAPTMartin repated to VAQ129 where his duties included EW
Instrudor, NATOPS Instructor and Simulator Phase Head. In November 1993, he reported to
Commander Electronic Attack Wing Pacific, U.S. Pacific Fleet (COMVAQWINGPAC), in Whidbey Isla
Washington, where he sedras the Wing Operations Officer.

In November 1994, CAPTMartin once again reported to the "Shadowhawks" of VI for his Department
Head tour. He served as Safety Officer, Electronic Warfare Officer and Operations Officer. During his deployment ab&8d the
Roosevel{CVN-71, he flew combatnissions over Bosnilerzegovina in support of Operation Deliberate Force. He also served
as the CVW8 EW representative to the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) Combat Air Operations Center at Vicenza,
Italy.

Departing Whidbey Island in November 1996, he reported for joint duty to the United States Space Command at Colorad
Springs, Colorado. While assigned to the Plans Directorédg (it was responsible for writing Operational Contirngdplans for

the Korean Theater and for the development and procurement of the National Missile Defense (NMD) System.
These duties included the planning and execution of the NMD Command and Control Simulation (C2 Sim). While
assigned to Space Command, becessfully completed the Air Command and Staff College Associate Seminar
Program from the Air University
In December 2002, CAPMartin assumed command of Tactical Electronic Warfare Squadron ONE THREE
FOUR (VAQ-134), an EA6B squadron based Whidbey Island. During his command tour, the squadron flew combat missions
from Prince Sultan Air Base in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia as part of Operations Iraqi Freedom.

Following a successful command tour where his squadron won the Baitle Effe n cy A wa r dSafatmwSIAwarth e C
for 2003, CAPTMartin was assigned to the Naval War College. In March 2005, he received his Master of Arts Degree in National
Security and Strategi6tudies. In April 2005, CAPMartin was assigned to Naval NetwoWarfare Command in Norfolk,
Virginia, where he was the Director of Training and Readiness, and the Network Information Operations Space Center (NIOSC
Director. Following this tour in May 2007, he reported to the Center for Naval Aviation Technicah@rairPensacola, Florida,
and assumed duties of Executive Officer in June 2067June 2009, CAPMartin assumeccommand of Center for Naval
Aviation Technical Training Pensacola, Florida.
