In 1940, Lewis Millett left high school & his junior year to enlist in the Army so he could 1
fascism. Assigned to an Air Corps gunnery
resistance against German aggression, wi he
way the United States was paralyzed by isolationism. To getconttbat he deserted, crossed
Canadian border, and enlisted in the Canadian Armywéatesent to London shortly afterward ¢
manned an antircraft gun during the Blitz.

1942, Millett took advantage of a provision that allowed Americ
citizens serving with arallied country to transfer intthe U.S. D~ T A
military.

Anzio. It was at Anzio that his old records finally caught up with him. He was told he had beei
martialed and found guilty of desertion.
